Old Business:


T-shirts (last year’s black shirts):  Tracy will talk to Viking and Lona Moos in regards to closing the deal.  They gave the club $300 the cost of the shirts and we keep the shirts.  We will in turn pay Lona Moos that $300 because “allegedly” they turned around and charged her that $300.  (stay tuned for more info…)  We will give the shirts to the kids who were in the club last season.  We will perhaps look into ordering from Jerry Obenauer – because we won’t be dealing with Viking/BHG again. Or Lona.


USA Wrestling:  Much discussion was held regarding the details of what the club will reimburse for kids wrestling freestyle.  Todd reviewed who did what and Karmen has a breakdown on paper.  If you would like to see that list, see Karmen.  ( Basically Todd paid for the high school wrestlers’ entry fees and that bill has been submitted with his expenses.  


The following are motions made by Karla/Margo seconded/passed:


*Average entry fees are $8.00 for regular freestyle season and are paid for by the wrestler (ok, their parents)

*”Club will reimburse state freestyle entry fees - $12 each style”


*”Club will reimburse cards if the wrestler has 3 stamps - $25”


*”Club will pay all entry fees for freestyle tournaments for jr. high and above”
On the same note: club will pay mileage and room fees for coaches at state freestyle.  (paid for Todd’s room and mileage – used his own van…)


National tournaments:  Much discussion was held regarding the nat’l freestyle tournament held in Grand Forks this past June.  We had wrestlers compete at this tournament and they would like the club to help differ the cost.  So discussion was held on what the club can do to help out in the future.  It was decided that the “club will pay $100 to each wrestler who competes at a National Freestyle Tournament.”  This would defray cost of entry fees, apparel packages, travel expense, etc.  The club will also pay for “the coach’s room and gas/mileage”.  We hope that this will encourage more wrestlers to compete at the freestyle level and go to these tournaments.  $400 total will be paid out to Tyrel Mellmer, Evan Mellmer, Isaac Ripplinger and Brandon Meier because they wrestled at the regional tournament in Grand Forks.  At some point there will be a fee scale printed up and made available with fees listed.

Outstanding singlettes:  There are two still not returned – L. Krebs and Gunderson.  They won’t receive their club t-shirt until they are returned.  

Ongoing Business:


Folkstyle:  decided that we will continue what was started last year with the parents paying the entry fees for their wrestlers.  It worked well.  We will also keep the registration fee the same as last year.  


Little Kids Tournament:  Tracy will look into locking in the 1st Saturday in March.  It will be run after the FFA event is over.  The number of wrestlers is on the decline, but so are the numbers in the area clubs.  


The idea of a “sponsored” tournament was brought up.  Discussion followed:  The sponsoring business(es) gets the headline for advertising and makes a donation to the club.  Suggested donation is $500.  All seemed to be in favor of this idea so Tracy made a motion to “have Lignite Tire sponsor our 2009 little kids tourney with a donation of $500”.  Margo seconded/passed    


We will continue to purchase a team trophy for our tourney.  Todd said Lignite Tire will pay for that again.  


Tracy again nominated Darlene to take care of trophies – did a tremendous job last year…  She will look into ordering extra and returning unused ones for a restocking fee.  (same as last year)


It was decided that entry fees will stay the same.

Tracy is still looking into starting a club website.  Let us know how it goes.  (
